Entering the classroom:

1. Put down backpacks, books/notebooks

In rehearsal:

1. You should always be a good listener

4. When my baton is up I expect you to be ready to play. When my baton is down, I expect you to listen for the next set of instructions
5. There will no longer be a tolerance for disruptive behavior in class. After one warning, you will be asked to leave the class and return to homeroom. 


After rehearsal:
1. Make sure to take your music, pencil, and music with you

2. Do not leave trash or papers around your area

3. Keep chair and stand nice and neat when  you leave

SECTIONAL POLICIES
1. You are to check to make sure you have written down  your sectional time at the beginning of each week

2. You are to come to sectionals on time and be prepared with all of your music, instrument, and pencil

3. If you miss a sectional, it will have to be made up within a week of that missed sectional

(From now on if you cannot attend a sectional due to a quiz or test in another class, we will have to find time to make up the missed sectional
4. The only excused sectional will be if you are absent from school
Chances for Extra Credit and “Treats”

Extra Help Tuesdays
Tuesdays after school will be “extra-help” days for anyone wishing to come to work on their music. For all who come, you will get extra credit added onto your grade. I will keep track of the days you come and add it onto your final grade at the end of each trimester.
